AISTEAR Aistear is the curriculum framework for children 
from 0-6 years of age.  

Aistear – meaning ‘Journey’ – places a huge emphasis 
on play as ‘much of children’s early learning and 
development takes place through play and hands on 
experiences.’  
 

While at play, children socialise with peers, this 
in turn allows the children to form new 
relationships with others which gives them 
independence as they become active agents in 
their own learning,
